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Communication Please remember to notify your child’s homeroom teacher
when there is a change in plans in picking your child up after school. If you
have not contacted your child's homeroom teacher prior to 8:00 a.m. on the
day, please call the office or email Mrs. Hackney, jhackney52@chinooksd.ca,
and she will be sure to communicate the change of plans to the homeroom
teacher. A phone call or note to the bus driver, as well as the school, to
indicate a change of plans. (ie child is not going home on the bus.)

For your child’s safety, we cannot take a student’s word about a change of
plans without confirmation from the parent/guardian. Various teachers are
dismissing the students from their homerooms so it is important that the
school is made aware of any changes early in the day to avoid confusion for
your child. Thank you for your attention to this matter.

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If your child/children will be riding a bus that is not their own, or intends to have a
guest ride the bus, contact must be made with the office. Both, the parent sending

their child on the bus as well as the family inviting the child must contact the office
via email, or phone prior to afternoon recess at 1:55 p.m. as a guest ridership form
must be filled out and signed by Admin prior to boarding the bus.  If the bus driver

does not receive this form from the office, your child will not be able to be a guest on
another bus. 

Students will remain in their classroom until their parent/guardian/designated pick
up has arrived at the school and checked in at the office. Students can have everything

packed up and ready to go, but will remain in the classroom. This is to ensure that
students can participate in classroom activities until they must leave. This also
ensures that students are under safe supervision in their designated classroom

instead of waiting outside or in the foyer if their pick up is delayed, as well confirming
the identity of who is picking up your child. 

If someone other than a parent/guardian is picking up your child, please inform the
office or homeroom teacher of this by giving the name/relationship (ie.Auntie Susan

Smith, Grandpa Joe Smith) of the designated pick up person.
